Maybe this example will help us: - a vigorous cry rings out across the playground - ϦƘƻǿȊŀǘΚέ ! ƎǊƻǳǇ 
of young cricketers leap into the air, convinced it is a wicket. It is a good shout. But the umpire shakes 
his head - "not out". The bowler returns quietly to his mark. There is no answering back, no argu-
ment, no dissent. 
 

The will to win can take over and in football you foul people and shove them and take them down. If 
you win, you don't really think about it because you're too busy celebrating. In cricket, if someone's 
hurt you need to find out if they're OK, and with the loser you need to pat them on the back and say 
'well done' But we live in a society that rewards success. So surely it is natural for children to want to 
win, no matter what? I think that neither of this will affect the intense competition and spirit for win-
ning. The players and spectators need to learn it is only a game. Someone has to win and someone 
has to lose.

On March 11th, an 8.9 magnitude earthquake off the coast of Northeast Japan caused a ferocious 
tsunami that created massive destruction; flattening whole cities, starting raging fires and killing  
thousands of people. Many more are reported missing, according to the official Kyoto news agency.

 RIP Gary Moore (1952-2011) 
 

The beginning of 2011 saw the tragic death of former 
Thin Lizzy/Skid row guitarist Gary Moore at the age of 
58 whilst on a family holiday in Spain. Gary Moore, con-
sidered by his peers and colleagues to have been one of 
the greatest guitarists of all time, with brilliant song 
writing ability and unbelievable technique, which bore 
incredible speed and precision along with a bluesy sub-
tleness and feel.  Any music fan will know Gary Moore 
through his notorious ballads and blues tributes such as

Born in Belfast, Northern Ireland in 1952 as Robert Wil-
liam Gary Moore, he was somewhat destined for fame 
starting with his performing career at the age of 14 
touring pubs and other performance halls around Bel-
fast. At the age of 16, Moore moved to Dublin to join 
the Irish rock band Skid Row, where he began his asso-
ciation with soon to be band mate, bassist and lead singer Phil Lynott (1949-1986) of Thin Lizzy.
