The New Green Thing

As all of you now know, each year IBSB has held an environmemntdigly project. For the past
threevygars we went to fqrests sugh as Baneasa gnd Qernica, along witp our affiliated schoolg, :I;

munity. This year we wanted to continue with this movement, however, in a different fashion.
Instead of going there and cleaning up the already accomplished bad deed of others, we decided tg
prevent it. We thought we should get to the root of the problem instead of just cleaning up its con-
sequences, therefore, having an impact on the future. The purpose of this action is to have a long|
term effect; to change our daily behavior and attitude, instead of only making a momentary differ-
ence. Therefore, this is what we have done this year.

First of all, we discovered this foundation called Greenitiative that deals with making things more
ecofriendly. They have worked with more schools, most of them being public schools, and taught
them more about our impact on the environment. The Prefects were introduced to Miss Felicia len-
culescu, the executive of this foundation and her assistant, who then presented us with the overall
project. Afterwards, a committee was assembled out of the Prefects and student council and then
trained by Miss Felicia about this topic: how our waste affects nature and methods of preventing
the damage that we make. Then five people were chosen to present a slide show and talk to the
rest of the school, organized in key stages, based on the training that was offered to us.
This is how all of us found out what waste we produce, where it ends up, how damaging thesg
methods are, how they affect the egystem, and what other alternatives there are for getting rid
of our garbage. Therefore, we found out that we should recycle, we should reuse, and we should alf
prevent careless waste.

The next step was to put all of this into practice. The school got us new bins in order to collect ou
waste separately, so it can then get recycled. The big garbage collector trucks would then come anlj
collect all our separated garbage, and then send some to recycling factories. Considering th

amount of garbage we produce monthly, this action does make a difference in our community.

Moreover, the Art students started making objects out of reused material, which were judged at
the Friday outdoor assembly. Finally, the highlight of the project was a trip to two recycling facto-
ries. We set out in the morning and went to Buzau, where we saw the whole process of recycling
different waste; we even got samples too. The first factory, and one of the most modern ones in
Europe, called Greenweed, deals with electronic equipment. They separate the waste, take out a:l
the harmful substances (like Freon) and then sell them to producers. The second factory, calle

Greenfibre recycles PET plastic bottles, and turns them into flakes, small granules and fiber. W
found out that some of these factories need to import waste material because not enough is sepa-
rated locally, so they cannot recycle it.

This was a very helpful experience, as we saw with our own eyes and realized that recycling dods
happen, and our contribution to it can only make things better.
